The Non-Government (Alternative) Report to the
UN Committee on the Rights of the Child

Australia was one of the first countries to ratify the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child about 15 years
ago, in January 1990. One of the obligations for a country under the Convention is regular reporting to the
United Nations Committee on the Rights of the Child on implementation and compliance with the
Convention. Australia is in the process of reporting for the second time. The Australian Government sent its
latest written report to the UN Committee in mid 2003 and will be meeting with the Committee in September
2005 to discuss its progress.

As part of this process, non-government organisations also have the opportunity to present an ‘alternative’
report giving their perspective. This Report was presented to the UN Committee in Geneva in June 2005. Each
of these reports is prepared in light of the Observations made by the UN Committee following the first
reporting process.

The Non-Government Report represents the contributions of and consultations with hundreds of people
including young people, workers and academics across the country. Those working with children and young
people included those in indigenous and ethnic organisations, churches and charities and workers in schools,
early childhood centres, foster and residential care, youth centres and legal centres. The consultation process
took over two years and involved every State and Territory.

The Report was written by a team of volunteers, academics and authorities drawing on the material gathered
and the issues identified and also reflected on the findings of other major inquiries including the Human
Rights & Equal Opportunity Commission reports that examined the situation of Indigenous children, children
inimmigration detention, and children involved in the legal system.

The Report seeks to balance the concerns at the neglect and failures of Government policy and practice in
many areas with the need to acknowledge positive developments and to encourage commitment on the part
of government and the community sectors to finding solutions. It makes a number of recommendations
(1051in all) designed to draw on the knowledge and resources that already exist for Australia to improve its

care, support and protection for its children.
